CHAIRMAN’S ADDRESS.

DINNER UPDATE.

(1) Chairman said that Colour Sergeant Phil Evans of the RM Volunteer Band, required an official letter to play through the meal at the annual dinner dance, the Chairman said this was in hand.

(2) Chairman then stated that accommodation is the biggest problem, he had been in contact with Collingwood, and the move of trainees had now been completed, and it appears that this is causing problems as due to over crowding some would have to be moved back into MWS Dryad. During the summer leave period the flooding of ‘’Portsdown block’’, the empty cabins, which were a possible solution to the problem, will now probably not be used again. The Chairman then went onto say that, he had been informed that some members who needed accommodation might not now be attending, however he pointed out that when the venue is held at Plymouth, no such problem occurred as members were happy to make their own arrangements for either overnight or even made a weekend of it.

(3) The Chairman said the caterers needed final numbers 4 days before the dinner.

(4) The Chairman stated that the confirmed number of members attending the dinner at present was very low, however this is not totally unexpected. He expected the numbers to increase over the next month, if however the numbers were lower than expected, it could be that the association would make up the short fall, if the numbers were well

(5) The Chairman stated that everything else was on track such as the disco, etc.
