The last valuation was £8000 to £15000. With the cost of insurance and having no suitable place to display them, the association have two options. The first was to try and contact the immediate family in the Portsmouth area, and ask if they would like them returned or perhaps kept on display in Lewin building. The second option was to have them sent to the trophy store, where they would probably never see the light of day again. All members preferred the first option.

The out going Chairman as a serving member and in contact with the new Chairman, said he was prepared to liaison with Mr. Andy Gleave and Mr. Bill Barrett. This was considered to be beneficial to the Portsmouth area members and would help keep a strong bond throughout the association.
